The journey starts in Stockholm, Sweden, with a guided
city tour before an overnight Baltic Sea cruise to Helsinki,
Finland. In Helsinki, the group tours the city, including the
unique Temppeliaukio (Rock Church), before taking a short
ferry to Tallinn, Estonia. The itinerary dedicates time to
exploring Tallinn’s beautiful medieval Old Town (a UNESCO
site). The tour then continues south by coach to Riga,
Latvia, where the focus is on the city's famous Art Nouveau
architecture and historic center. The final destination is
Vilnius, Lithuania, where a guided tour highlights the
Baroque Old Town (also a UNESCO site), including St.
Anne's Church and the Gates of Dawn, concluding the
multi-country exploration.

DAY 1: STOCKHOLM
Arrive in Stockholm, check into your hotel, and enjoy
some free time at leisure.

DAY 2: STOCKHOLM - HELSINKI

Start a 4-hour guided tour of Stockholm. In the
afternoon, board your overnight cruise to Helsinki. Your
ship leaves Stockholm and takes you to the Baltic Sea
while enjoying plenty of entertainment onboard in the
evening.

DAY 3: HELSINKI (B)

Enjoy a 3 -hour Sightseeing Tour of Helsinki. See
Senaatintori, the Senate square’s, and its magnificent
architectural ensemble. Right around the corner near
the harbour, you will find the Kauppatori, the
picturesque market square. The Tuomio Kirkko
(cathedral) is our next stop. It was built in the 19th
century and has an impressive copper dome where
concerts are regularly taking place inside.
Temppeliaukio Kirkko church is carved into the rock,
which gives excellent acoustics. One of the last stops
is the Uspenski Cathedral - the Orthodox Cathedral in
neo-Byzantine style in the Katajanokka Island.

DAY 4: HELSINKI/TALLIN (B)

Take a 2-hour morning cruise to Tallinn, followed by a
3-hour guided tour of its two-part Old Town, including
Toompea hill and the Lower town. Through the
itinerary, you will admire the Orthodox Cathedral
Alexander Nevsky and the Toompea castle (home to
the Estonian Parliament), The City Hall Square, the
house of the Brotherhood of Blackheads, St Olaf and
Niguliste churches.

DAY 5: TALLINN - PARNU - RIGA (B)

Spend the morning exploring Tallinn, then take a long-
distance coach to Riga, stopping briefly in the seaside
town of Pdrnu on the way.

DAY 6: RIGA (B)

Take a 3-hour guided tour of Riga, focusing on its Art
Nouveau district and Old Town landmarks like the
Dome Cathedral. Drive along central boulevards of
Riga viewing the Canal Park and Bastion Hill, New
Opera House, Riga House and Riga’s Central Market.
Explore more of Riga’s streets and impressive Powder
Tower, Swedish Barracks, Swedish Gate, “Three
Brothers”, Brotherhood of Blackheads.

DAY 7: RIGA - SIAULIAI - VILNIUS (B)

Depart for Vilnius on coach, making a photo break at
the mysterious pilgrimage site Hill of Crosses upon
crossing the border to Lithuania. Upon arrival, take a
3-hour sightseeing tour of Vilnius's Baroque Old Town,
including a visit to St. Anne's Church -one of
Lithuania’s Gothic masterpieces.

DAY 8: VILNIUS (B)

Enjoy a full day at leisure in Vilnius for shopping, local
cuisine, or optional activities like a half-day tour of the
Trakai Castle or a Hot Air Balloon tour.

DAY 9: DEPARTURE (B)

The tour concludes after breakfast, and you will
transfer to the airport on your own for departure.

N.B. The minimum age allowed to join this tour is 8
years old!
